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Text Description:

Harriman Trails: A Guide and History, by William Myles and Daniel Chazin, is a comprehensive guide to trails in Harriman and Bear Mountain state parks and a history book all in one.

Last published in 2010, this guidebook to hundreds of miles of trails has been significantly updated to include the new route of the Appalachian Trail over Bear and West Mountains, the extension of the Fawn Trail, and relocations of sections of the Long Path, the Tuxedo-Mt. Ivy Trail and the Ramapo-Dunderberg Trail.

A special feature of this new edition is the inclusion of many historic photos which appeared in the first edition of the book but could not be found for use in the 2010 edition. These photos have been rediscovered and are once again included in the book. Additional photos of scenic features have been added, and each trail description has been carefully reviewed and updated as needed. The historical information on the trails, originally prepared by the late Bill Myles, has been updated by Daniel Chazin to include changes in the trails that have taken place since the publication of the last edition.

Author Bill Myles spent years hiking in Harriman-Bear Mountain Parks. After he retired, he decided to write a comprehensive guidebook that would describe the trails – both marked and unmarked – in Harriman, as well as the lakes, roads and mines in the Parks. He also spent years researching the archives of the Trail Conference and the Palisades Interstate Park Commission and other sources to obtain historical information about the trails and other features of the Parks. Bill passed away in 2006 at the age of 93.
Author Daniel Chazin is the man behind many of the New York-New Jersey Trail Conference’s hike descriptions and guidebooks, and he has hiked nearly all of the trails in Harriman-Bear Mountain State Parks.  He worked very closely with Bill in his role as editor of the first two editions of Harriman Trails and has assumed complete responsibility for the latest two editions. A retired lawyer who lives in Teaneck, N.J., Daniel joined the Trail Conference in the late 1970s and served on its Board of Directors from 1982 to 2016.
For the past 35 years, Daniel has written or edited many of the organization’s most popular guidebooks, and has been extensively involved with creating and updating Trail Conference maps. More recently, he has dedicated himself to writing and maintaining over 300 hike descriptions on the Trail Conference’s website, including easy-to-follow directions to explore trails throughout our region. Daniel’s Hikes of the Week are featured on nynjtc.org and in North Jersey’s The Record newspaper.  In October 2017, Daniel was awarded the Raymond H. Torrey Award, the Trail Conference’s most prestigious honor.
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
